Daily Visitors & Overnight Guests

* EVERYONE MUST REGISTER IN THE OFFICE.

* All visitors must exit the resort by 10:00 PM.

» Vacant campsites are not to be used as drive thru
and/or parking spaces.

Campsites

* CHARGING OF ELECTRIC VEHICLES IS
STRICTLY PROHIBITED.

* No more than two vehicles per campsite. Extra
vehicles must park in a designated area and pay
an additional fee.

« Smoking marijuana outside of your RV is prohib-
ited.

* No tent camping.

» Campsites must be kept free of clutter and extra
items. Outside storage containers are not
allowed. Please do not put garbage in fire rings.

» No clotheslines attached to trees. Only portable
RV clotheslines permitted.

» Drain water may not be run on the ground.

* Please be a courteous camper by not walking
and/or riding bikes through other campsites.

Pets (Allowed with registered campers only)

* ALLPETS ARE TO BE LEASHED AT ALL TIMES.
* All pet messes are the responsibility of the pet
owner and must be picked up immediately,
wrapped, and deposited in the garbage dumpster.

» Aggressive, unruly, or barking dogs will not be
tolerated.

* No pet is to be left unattended at any site. IF
YOUR PET IS OUTSIDE YOU MUST BE OUT-
SIDE WITH IT.

» Pets are not permitted in any part of the lakes, in
any campground building, or on the beach.

Garbage
